 Sunday, April 13, 2025 is Palm Sunday, a day 
that commemorates Jesus’ triumphant entry into 
Jerusalem for the Passover Festival.
 To mark this sacred occasion, we will hold 
Hosanna processions during the First and Second 
Services. The processions will begin at the Church 
premises, continue along the Liberation Road to 
the 37 Lorry Station, and then return to the 
Church.
